How I Did That…  
by Carmen Schettino Master Photographer, Photographic Craftsman  

and Life Member of Bay. 
The portrait of the bishop was not what I had planned originally. My first plan was to photograph him in the 

cathedral in Venice where there were tall stained glass windows that were 20 ft high by 2ft wide. They would have 
made a great background with all that color. However, on the day of the shoot the bishop wasn’t feeling well and 
did not want to go to the cathedral. The image I made was done in the entrance of the office where there was this 
beautiful tapestry. I used three lights: the fill light was just behind the camera and a little above, the soft white um-
brella coming from the left back, the background was lit with another light just hitting the background. {See dia-
gram}. My lens was set for f-8 and my fill was set between f-5.6 and f-4 . This gave me a great balance of light, 
dramatically lighting the face and bringing his expression 
to life. The image won a blue ribbon at the state and a 
merit at the national. 

 

Carmen Schettino, began his career 
apprenticing with a German 
photographer while serving 
in the Army. Upon returning home, he worked in several portrait-wedding 
studios in the New York and New Jersey area and also studied with numerous 
Master Photographers. In 1973, he and his wife, Judy, purchased their first 
business in Suffern, N. Y.  He aggressively added commercial accounts to his 
portrait–oriented portfolio and established himself as the leading photographer 
in the region. 
Carmen has served as president of the Professional Photographers Society of 

New York and the Advertising Federation of the Suncoast (FL), as well as a member of the Portrait 
Committee for The Professional Photographers of America. He is one of the few photographers to be 
selected to exhibit an album of his work at The International Photography Hall of Fame in Oklahoma 
City.  

Carmen has taught his “SEMINAR FOR SUCCESS” to thousands of photographers across the 
country and has been a PPA judge for over 20 years. Today many of his family portraits and executive 
photographs grace the walls of fine homes and Fortune 500 companies throughout the country.  

His love of photography and boundless energy and enthusiasm have inspired many of his students 
to become successful photographers, business owners and Masters of Photography, themselves. 
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
